University Room Regulations
Approved and Prohibited Items
The following items are approved for use in residential (住宿的) rooms: electric blankets, hair dryers, personal computers, radios, televisions and DVD players. Items that are not allowed in student rooms include: candles, ceiling fans, fireworks, waterbeds, sun lamps and wireless routers. Please note that any prohibited items will be taken away by the Office of Residence Life.
Access to Residential Rooms
Students are provided with a combination (组合密码) for their room door locks upon check-in. Do not share your room door lock combination with anyone. The Office of Residence Life may change the door lock combination at any time at the expense of the resident if it is found that the student has shared the combination with others. The fee is $25 to change a room combination.
Cooking Policy
Students living in buildings that have kitchens are only permitted to cook in the kitchen. Students must clean up after cooking. This is not the responsibility of housekeeping staff. Kitchens that are not kept clean may be closed for use. With the exception of using a microwave oven to heat food, students are not permitted to cook in their rooms.
Pet Policy
  No pets except fish are permitted in student rooms. Students who are found with pets, whether visiting or owned by the student, will face an initial fine of $100 and a continuing fine of $50 a day per pet. Students will receive written notice when the fine goes into effect. If, one week from the date of written notice, the pet is not removed, the student is referred to the Student Court.

For the first time, Chinese astronauts can enjoy tea in space, where drinking is not an easy thing to do, considering the gravity-free situation.

During the month-long trip aboard the Shenzhou XI spaceship, which returned to earth this month, astronauts JinHaipeng and Chen Dong revealed how they drank tea on a TV show. They used a specially made tea cup and a special Pu’er cream to drink tea while standing upside down.

The Pu’er tea cream they drink is produced in Yunnan province, which is known for its pu’er tea industry.

“Drinking water in space means the astronauts squeeze the water from a special bag. Drinking hot tea is harder,” said Jiang Xiaowei, vice-chairman of the Yunnan space biotechnology association. The difficult part of drinking tea in space is that there should not be anything left after the tea dissolves in water, Jiang said. Also, the solubility（溶解度）of the tea should be low since water in space can only be warmed to 60 degrees centigrade at most.

The tea cream the astronauts drank is produced by Kunming-based Gongrunxiang Tea Industry Corp. It was founded in 1993 by the Kunming branch of the Chinese Academy of Sciences.

Zhang Guanghui, president of Gongrunxiang, said that the company aims to produce a tea cream that’s a safe, healthy and convenient tea product. Tea products are often reported to be polluted by pesticide residues and heavy metals. “I never imagined that one day our tea cream would help astronauts to drink tea in space,” Zhang said, adding that drinking tea in space can be seen as a turning point for the floundering(挣扎的) Pu’er tea industry.

For a long time there’s been little added value for tea products because it’s an industry heavily dependent on individual tea planters.

“For us, astronauts’ drinking tea in space means our biotechnology applied to the tea industry has had some achievements,” Zhang said.

Wang Pinghua, deputy director of the agriculture department of Yunnan province, said that in the future, more tea producers will use technology to upgrade the tea industry.

 To visit the heart and head of the U.S., take your children to the Library of Congress in Washington, D.C. Start with the “Library of Congress Experience” in its Great Hall. The exhibit uses more than ten interactive kiosks(互动信息亭) to show a handful of its unique historical and cultural treasures. These years in the making, the exhibit uses newly digitized materials, and its technology is much better than what you’ve seen elsewhere. Step up to a kiosk touch screen and turn the pages of old books. The exhibit lets you cut to the heart of the library’s collections you might want to see.
 On the second floor, you can stand in front of a huge “Creating the U.S.” interactive video wall. It senses your presence and displays historical information based on where you’re standing. The exhibit also allows you to read historical drafts of the Declaration of Independence and a singer’s copy of the Bill of Rights, as well as the Articles of Confederation.

The library’s website traffic grows by more than a million hits monthly, and it has satellite offices worldwide. “ If we had public space travel,” says Ford Peatross, director of the Library’s Center for Architecture, Design, and Engineering, “ we’d have an interstellar(星级的) office.”
Founded in 1800, staffed by 3,500, the Library of Congress is the globe’s biggest library. It is housed in three buildings named after presidents (Jefferson, Adams, and Madison). The library contains in some 460 languages on 500 miles of shelves, 128 million items.
It houses maps, photos, audio and video recordings, digital files, prints and drawings, comic books, unpublished books, plays, scripts, films, sheet music, America’s largest rare book collection, the world’s biggest collection of legal materials and Thomas Jefferson’s personal library, originally bought at the price of $23,950 and rebuilt with cash from Dallas Cowboys owner Jerry Jones after an 1851 fire destroyed most of its collection.

    When meeting someone for the first time, many of us make quick judgments about their personality or their interests based on how they look and act. And now new research claims these judgments are made before we have even had time to form and gather thoughts.
    Researches from Melbourne claim they can predict how someone feels when they are looking at an image from their brave waves―even when the participants weren’t conscious of the judgment. That findings are particularly useful in establishing why and how people make impulsive(冲动的) decisions, and how they control these decisions. 

   The research was carried out by lead authors Dr. Stefan Bode, from the Melbourne School of Psychological Sciences, and Dr. Carsten Murawski from the University of Melbourne Department of Finance. They used the EEG(脑电图) technology to measure the electrical activity of people’s brains while they looked at different pictures. The pictures displayed images of food, social scenes or status symbols likes cars and money. After the EEG, researchers showed participants the same pictures again and asked questions about each image, such as how exciting they thought the image was or how strongly the image made them think of either the present or the future.
   A statistical “decoding” technique was then used to predict the judgments participants made about each of the pictures from the EEG brain activity that was recorded. “ We have founded that when they are looking at images, their brain activity can encode judgments, even when the viewer is not aware of making them,” the researchers said. “ Moreover, our results suggest that certain images can make a person think about the present or the future.”
  In particular, the researchers said they could predict, from the participants’ brain activity, how exciting they found a particular image to be, and whether a particular image made them think more about the present or the future. This was true even though the brain activity was recorded before participants knew they were going to be asked to make these judgments.
  The authors said the results contributed to our understanding of impulsive behaviors, especially when those behaviors were caused by words in the world around us. It could reveal what happens in the brain of a person who is trying to lose weight, when he is shown a food advertisement on TV. “ Our results suggest that even if the person is trying to ignore the ad, their brain may be unconsciously processing it and making it more likely that he will relapse(恢复原状态),” Dr Bode added.
  Co-author Daniel Bennett said just as certain words might cause impulsive behaviors, images could be used to make people more patient by regulating impulse control. “Prompting people with images related to the future might cause processing outside awareness that could make it easier for them to think about the future. In theory, this could make people less impulsive and more likely to make healthy long-term decisions,” he said,

   The research was completed in collaboration with the University of Cologne, Germany, and the findings were published in the journal PLOS One.

In many parts of the world, traveling by train is a common experience. Sometimes, as a result of saving time during travel and due to a packed schedule, people may end up traveling by plane or taking buses for shorter distances. However, in comparison, rail travel has distinct advantages over buses, planes, cars or boats.

   For example, next to ships, trains offer the most spacious mode of travel. For a big group, the entire compartment or two is free to change into a temporary camp.   Trains make you have more interaction with others. How many times have you been annoyed by pushy, sleeping, snoring, armchair-grabbing men on buses, where you regret having received the worst co-passenger in travelling history? Or do you remember the last time you had a meaningful conversation with a stranger sitting next to you? Traveling by train makes it possible to create such relationships with co-passengers you’re forced into a room with for an average of twelve hours.

  More importantly, trains run in almost any weather, except heavy snow, which is almost always taken care of. Blocked roads or stormy weather is not a threat to the train. So if there is an emergency and all flights are booked or grounded, the train is the best and most convenient solution.

  So everyone must undertake a train journey at least once in their lives, just to gain one of the best experiences of traveling there is. After all, if it is the journey, not the destination, that counts, then take a train to make the journey stress-free.
