Even thousands of years before the selie( 1" was nvented, people wee concerned
with the image of themselves they presented to the world. The rulers of ancient Egypt had artists
carve portaits of them t0 decorate their ombs and preserve ther images even afer death.

King Tutankhamen lived more than 3,000 years ago. He ruled ancien Egypt for 10 years,
unil bis death at age 19, King Tor” remained pracically unknown in the modem word unil
1922, when scintist discovred his omb, bured and forgoten for cenuris. Th tressars in-
side gave the word the frt detailed picture of ancien Egyptian life.

The ancient Egyptians worshipped (4 ) many gos. They also believed that ll people
had e sprit, called” ™ tht needed  place 1o live ate the body died. Tombs inside huge
pyramids protected the pharaohs” ( %) ka. The ka could also exist in portrait seulptures like
the one of a seated Hatsheps. The wife of a pharaoh, Hatshepsut ook on the role of king afier
her husband died.
