Eighteen-year-old Mach started Five,a mobile messaging app for deaf people. The app lets deaf people create their own hand signs to communicate with friends.  The app now has more than 10，000 deaf users. And Mach believes there will be about 150,000 more deaf users in the U. S. next year. 

Mach will be studying economics in the next few years，but he will continue to work with new technology. He said，"I love to create. And I think that the creation of things will be my passion(激情)to the end of my life.”And Mach will be working with the United Nations in New York.

  Zhou is the co-founder and leader of Chalk. com. The education software company helps teachers from the kindergarten level to the 12th grade. Zhou founded his first company when he was still in high school. Then he sold the company when he was studying computer science at Canada's University of Waterloo.But he strongly wanted to do something to help teachers and students. From his dorm(宿舍)room, Zhou created Chalk. It is a group of programs that support individual(个人的)teaching and learning. Based in Canada,Chalk is now used in 20,000 schools by more than 100,000 users worldwide.        
 Forbes magazine included Zhou in its list of top 30 under 30-year-old business leaders for education in 2015. Zhou said building new businesses was a difficult process because it could last for years. "It's only worth it if you find something you truly care about.”
