Diring my childhood and youth, Aunt Myrtle encouraged me to develop every aspect of my
‘potential, without regard for what was considered practical or possible for black females. I liked to
sing: she listened to my voice and pronounced it good. I couldn't dance; she taught me the basic
dancing steps. She ook me 10 the theatre—not just children’s theatre but adult comedies and
dramas—and her faith that I could appreciate adult plays was sotdisappointed.

My aunt also took down books from fer extensive library and shared. them with me, | had
‘books at home, but they were ll serious classics. Even as a child 1 had a strong liking for humor,
and 1l never forget the joy of discovering Do Marquis’s Archy & Mehitabel through her.

Most important, perhaps, Aunt Myrile provided my first opportunity to write for publication.
A wrier hersel for one of the black newspapers, she suiggested my name {o the editor as & “youth
columnist”. My column, begun when 1 was fourteen, was supposed to cover teenage social
activities—and it did—but it also gave me the freedom to write on many other subjects as well as
the habit of gathering material, the discipline of meeting deadlines, and, afler graduation from
college six yoars later, & solid collection of published materiel that carried my name was my
passport to a series of writing jobs. .

Today Aunt Myrtle is still an enthusiastic supporter of her “favourite niece”. Like a diamond,
she has reflected a bright, multifaceted (ST1) image of possibilities to every pupil who-has
crossed her path.

Researchers examirfed data on more thar 44,000 drivers in singlb«vchic!:‘cmhcs who died
between 1999 and 2089. They (uuud that 2419% tested positive for drugs and 37% had blood
alcohol levels in excés of 0.08, the Il limiti 58% had no alcohol in their systems 47 had less
than 0.08. The data kyere fiom a government database on traffic fatalities (ZCE & SHAETS). :

Study co-authors Eduardo Romano and Robert Voas of the Pacific Institute for Research and
Evaluation in Calverton, Md., say their study is one of the first to show the prevalence of drug use
mong fatally injured drivers. Among drivers who tested positive for drugs, 22% were posteive for
marifuana £2% for stimulants and 9% for narcofics.



Researchers
found no evidence that combining drugs and alcohol produced greater impaifment. “When a driver
s drunk, it doesn’t matter what drugs are in their system. The alcohol takes over,” Romano says.

Unlike data for drunken driving, data on drugged driving is limited, says Robert DuPort,
former fiead of the National Institutc on Drug Abuse. But in 2007, the National Roadside Survey
found that 16% of nighttime weekend drivers tested positive for illegal drugs. “There's still an
