‘Although the’ government has beed telling the public a’year that the grouped’ Furopean
currency(F{11) is good for them, 49 per cent of Germans still wish they had the powerful mark
in their pockets.

This is ‘one of the highest rates of Germans wanfing its retum since votes in the 19905
showed close to 70 % of them wanted to keep the mark, the currency of their “econoinic
miracle”.

In the survey for the daily Bild newspaper, only 41 per cent of people were satisfied with
the euro.

Scott-Heron was borm in Chicago in 1949 - the son of a former Britain football player, 72

Scott-Heron's material covered soul, jazz, blues and the spoken word. His 1970s work
heavily influenced the US hip-hop and rap scenes,

73 But the artist himself refused this title. "If there was any individual initiative
that I was responsible for, it might have been that there was music in certain poems of mine,
with complete progression and repcating hooks! 74 - Scott-Heron wrote in the
introduction o his 1990 Now and Then collection of poems. Scott-Heron's music and poetry
showed his deep interest in justice and civil rights, and he complained against the consumer
society of the 1970s and 80s as well as the development of nucler technology. He was among
the first artists to usc his music to attack the apartheid(FFBEFES) in South Africa, long before
the issue became the focus of 2 popular global campaign. 75 One of his most famous
